Instructions

1. The discussion board is for the coach of FFL Member Schools this is not a forum for students or parents. Coaches will be required to have their email addresses validated before they can join the discussion. Please use your email address that you submit to FFL during the Fall Membership Drive.

2. Please preview / print the Minutes from the Summer Meeting which can be found on the FFL website. 

3. The discussion board contains the topics that were submitted for the agenda and discussed at the Summer 2010 Meeting however, proposed wording and rationales are not included in each topic available for discussion, which is why it is pertinent to review the minutes.
